Implementation of the Japanese Specified Skilled Worker (SSW) test
(Agriculture Category) in Pakistan.

On June 21, 2023, the representatives of the Ministry of Agriculture,
Forestry and Fisheries (MAFF), Japan participated in a meeting to discuss
the implementation of the Japanese SSW skill tests in Pakistan. The meeting
was held in the Embassy of Pakistan in Tokyo.

The Japanese side was informed about the latest developments in Pakistan
about Japanese language learning by the skilled workers in agriculture,
manufacture of food and beverages, food service and fishery and aquaculture
categories. The ministry showed their interest to conduct of SSW skill tests
in Pakistan after verification of statistics including the estimated number of
constant test takers, which will be submitted by the Pakistan side. However,
passing the Japanese language test [JLPT (N4-level or higher) or JFT- Basic]
is required to be fully eligible to work under SSW visa so it is recommended
for potential test takers to prepare for such tests as early as possible.

It was reaffirmed by both sides to conduct skill tests in the agriculture
category in Pakistan at soonest.
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
